You are a Public Information Officer (PIO) in a government department. You
are aware that the RTI Act, 2005 envisages transparency and accountability in
administration.

This type of RTI activism has affected the
functioning of the administration adversely and also possibly jeopardizes the
genuineness of the applications which are essentially aimed at getting justice.
