At the heart of agroecology is the idea that
agroecosystems should mimic the biodiversity
levels and functioning of natural ecosystems.
Such agricultural mimics, like their natural
models, can be productive, pest-resistant,
nutrient conserving, and resilient to shocks and
stresses. In ecosystems there is no ‘waste’,
nutrients are recycled indefinitely. Agroecology
aims ét closing nutrient; loops, i.e:, returning all
nutrients that come out of the soil back to the soil
such as through application of farmyard manure.
