If it were gentle,
only the more unstable rods fell. If it were sever they all fell. Thus the rods by falling and by
the direction in which they fell, ecord d fo he slumbering scientist, the strength of a shock that
was too weak to waken him and he directio from which it came.

But, instruments far more delic e than that were needed if any really serious advance was
to be made. The ideal to be d at w s to devise an inswument that could record with a pen
on paper the movements, f the ground o of the table, as the quake passed by. While 1 write
my pen moves but the pap r keeps st .
